Mt. Carmel Baptist General Rules 

1. The possession/use of weapons, illegal drugs and alcohol is strictly prohibited on church property. 
2. The use of tobacco products is prohibited in on church grounds and church buildings.

3. Any church equipment which is removed damaged must be replaced by the individual or group responsible.

4. Activities must be supervised at all times by adult designee(s).

5. Anyone entering Mt. Carmel Church property releases the church, its staff and its members from any/all liability.

6. Proper clothing, shoes, and language is required for all activities on church property.

7. There will be no loitering outside the buildings.

8. Inappropriate behavior may result in an individual or group being asked to leave Church property.  All donations for building use and along with the deposit are forfeited if said group is asked to leave church property.  Please report any vandalism, threat, fighting or other inappropriate behavior to Mt. Carmel Baptist staff or its designee(s).
9. Mt. Carmel is not responsible for items brought on the church campus for an event by said group requesting use of the facilities.
10. The facility should be left clean after the event.
11. A Save the Date deposit donation of $__________ will be left with the church secretary after the Reservation Form is approved.  [  ] $100 deposit donation

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12. Do not sit, stand or lean on the tables.

13. No pets are allowed in any of the church buildings.

14. Individuals using the kitchen for non-church event will provide their own utensils/paper products, cups for coffee/drinks, napkins, plates, bowls, platters, plastic forks, spoons, knives, table cloths, and decorations for fellowship hall.
15.  All events will end by 10:00 p.m.

16. Refund of deposits will be honored if cancelled 30 days prior to the event.

17. The balance due should be paid two weeks prior to the event.
18. If tickets are sold an additional donation fee will be assessed for the event.

19. Special ministry or non-profit organization events may be scheduled for free if they involve helping the community. (That determination will be made by the Trustee Board and the Pastor)  It will only include one day free.  If more than one day is required a cleaning and set up donation will be assessed for $100.00 per day).
